4 Leadership Batch IV Killinochi Financial requirement for 2025

The Leadership program in Killinochchi needs Rs;70,000 for each session . POs will travel form Jafna to conduct the
program in Killinochchi. The train leaves Jaffna station at 6.30am and the POs will have to leave their respective
homes by 5 am. We intend to conduct six sessions for fifty representatives from 15 villages in Killinochchi and Palai
areas. This training program will require Rs: 420,000/. 2. The Branch Representatives (BR) are to be
trained and assigned to monitor Development programs in Killinochchi areas. Ten candidates will be selected at the
Leadership Training Batch IV to spearhead the “SURE” . Stipend and travel allowance would be 2000,US $ for one
year.
